Chemical Dependency Counseling (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – January 07, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Understanding Addiction    
Course Description:

This course will focus on alcohol and other drug dependency (AODD) as a framework for understanding other addictive behaviors and processes. As an orientation to the field of AODD, this course will introduce participants to a variety of approaches that address addiction prevention, intervention, and treatment. The course will emphasize competencies to address addictions from a multidisciplinary perspective. 

The Root Causes of Chemical Dependency (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – January 14, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Understanding Addiction
Course Description:

The course will present an integrative Biopsychosocial model for the understanding and treatment of substance abuse. Course content includes a review of models of addiction, a multidimensional model of the addiction process, and the physiological effects of commonly abused substances.

The Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders (Live) Fee: $95.00

Counseling Theories – Psychoanalytic Approach (Live) Fee: $95.00

The original so called "talking therapy" involves analyzing the root causes of behavior and feelings by exploring the unconscious mind and the conscious mind relation to it. Many theories and therapies have evolved from the original Freudian psychoanalysis which utilizes free-association, dreams, and transference as well other strategies to help the clients know the function of their own minds.

Prevention of Substance Abuse and Mental Illness (Home Study) Fee: $95.00

Course Description:

Counseling Theories – Person – Centered Approach (Live) Fee: $95.00

Course Description:
The basic premise is that we are all "becoming;" we are all moving towards self-actualization. Rogers believed that each of us has the innate ability to reach our full potential. As infants we are born with it, but because of early experiences, we may lose our connection to it. The self concept we develop in response to our early experiences may tend to alienate us from our true self. In this theory there is no such thing as mental illness. It is just a matter of being disconnected from our self-potential. This therapy is often considered the most optimistic approach to human potential                

 Substance Abuse Services for Primary Care Clinicians (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – July 21, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application of Addiction

Course Description:

Guides clinicians through stages of primary care for alcohol abuse and drug abuse in adult patients. Discusses warning signs of abuse, screening and follow-up, brief intervention, assessment, treatment models, and legal issues. Includes four screening tools.
Neurobiology of Addiction (Live) Fee: $95.00
Date – July 28, 2012 Transdisciplinary Foundation – Treatment Planning
Course Description:
Science is conducting groundbreaking research on addiction as a brain disease and its impact on powerful motivational systems of behavior. Many people, however, either have not heard the information or do not understand the complicated language and its implication for their clients. The instructor will 1) present the latest research on the brain and addiction in clear, user friendly language and 2) discuss ways this information can be used with people who are in active addiction or early recovery regardless of the agency setting.
Pharmacology Basic (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – August 04, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application of Addiction

Course Description:

This workshop will cover the basics of pharmacology and is targeted for counselors in training (CITs), as well as individuals new to the field of drug abuse and addiction issues. The workshop will cover basic information on how drugs work in the body, and the fundamentals of the three broad categories of drugs resulting in abuse and addiction. These include those categorized as depressants (alcohol, barbiturates, benzodiazepines), stimulants (caffeine, ephedrine, amphetamines and cocaine), and confuse-ants (marijuana, ecstasy, LSD, etc). Great depth will not be the goal, but rather a broad overview of the general aspects of how these drugs alter thinking, feeling, and behavior.

Counseling Theories – Cognitive Behavioral Therapy (Live) Fee: $95.00
Date – August 11, 2012 Transdisciplinary Foundation – Counseling
Course Description:
The term "cognitive-behavioral therapy” (CBT) is a very general term for a classification of therapies with similarities.  There are several approaches to cognitive-behavioral therapy, including Rational Emotive Behavior Therapy, Rational Behavior Therapy, Rational Living Therapy, Cognitive Therapy, and Dialectic Behavior Therapy.

Treatment and Recovery for Americans  with Disabilities (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – August 18, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application of Addiction

Course Description:

Explores a range of issues associated with treatment and recovery for people with disabilities who experience substance use and mental disorders. Discusses barriers to access, differences in outcomes, and options to ensure patient rights.
Substance Abuse Treatment: Group Therapy (Live) Fee: $95.00
Date – August 25, 2012 Transdisciplinary Foundation – Counseling
Course Description:
An overview of group therapy as it relates to substance abuse treatment. This includes group therapy process and the developmental stages of group, group members’ roles and behaviors, the advantage of group therapy in the substance abuse treatment setting.  Participants will gain awareness of group leadership characteristics, discuss professional training, supervision and preparation standards for group leaders. 

Core Competencies for Clergy and Other Pastoral Ministers (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – September 1, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application of Addiction

Course Description:

This workshop discusses a set of core competencies that clergy and other pastoral ministers need to counsel individuals and family members affected by alcohol abuse and drug abuse. Suggests communications strategies and tools for seminary.
Advance Group Therapy (Live) Fee: $95.00
Date – September 8, 2012 Transdisciplinary Foundation – Counseling
Course Description:
This workshop provides advanced training and group supervision. The workshop emphasizes the building of participants' therapeutic skills through a process that combines lecture, video, role-play demonstrations and intensively supervised skill practice. Participants are encouraged to bring questions, ideas and case examples of actual or hypothetical situations for role-played demonstration and analysis. Combining Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse Treatment With Diversion For Juveniles in The Criminal Justice System (Home Study) Fee: $95.00

Course Description:

This workshop offers guidelines for establishing programs that divert juvenile offenders to substance abuse treatment to prevent further involvement with the juvenile justice system. Discusses collaboration, planning, and implementation of juvenile court diversion programs.
Counseling Theories –Family Systems Therapy (Live) Fee: $95.00
Date – September 22, 2012 Transdisciplinary Foundation – Counseling
Course Description:
Family therapy is a branch of psychotherapy that works with families and couples in intimate relationships to nurture change and development. It tends to view these in terms of the systems interaction between family members. It emphasizes family relationships as an important factor in psychological health. As such, family problems have been seen to arise as an emergent property of systemic interactions, rather than to be blamed on individual members.

Substance Abuse Treatment With Co-Occurring Disorders (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – September 29, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Counseling
Course Description:

This workshop provides substance abuse treatment providers with updated information on co-occurring substance use and mental disorders and advances in treatment for people with co-occurring disorders. Discusses terminology, assessment, and treatment strategies and models.
Winter Series October – December 2012
Counseling Theories –Gestalt Therapy (Live) Fee: $95.00
Date – October 6, 2012 Transdisciplinary Foundation – Counseling
Course Description:
"Gestalt," a German word meaning "whole," operates as a therapy by keeping the person in what is known as the here and now. Therapists help clients to be attentive to all parts of themselves: posture, breathing, methods of movement, etc. Unresolved conflicts are worked out in the therapy session as if they are happening in that moment. An emphasis is placed on personal responsibility for one's own well-being.

Addressing Suicidal Thoughts and Behavior In Substance Abuse Treatment (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – October 13, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application of Addiction

Course Description:

This workshop provides guidelines to help substance abuse treatment counselor’s work with suicidal adult clients. Covers risk factors and warning signs for suicide, core counselor competencies, clinical vignettes, and information for administrators and clinical supervisors.
Substance Abuse Treatment and Domestic Violence (Live) Fee: $95.00
Date – October 20, 2012 Transdisciplinary Foundation – Counseling
Course Description:
This workshop presents information to help providers of alcohol abuse and drug abuse treatment understand domestic violence and support survivors. Discusses bonding among batterers, safeguarding important survivors' documents, and client consent forms.

Continuity of Offender Treatment For Substance Use Disorders From Institution To Community (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – October 27, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application of Addiction

Course Description:

This workshop provides treatment providers working in the criminal justice system and community-based programs key guidelines to ensure reentry support and continuity of care for offenders with substance abuse problems. Includes assessment tools and sample transition plan.
Conflict Resolution (Live) Fee: $95.00
Date – November 3, 2012 Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application 
Course Description:
This workshop provides an in-depth review of the nature and manifestation of conflict providing a roadmap to conflict resolution. Explore the nature of relapse prevention by examining what relapse is, the situations and circumstances that put a client at risk for relapse, helping a client to plan for success, and supporting a client who has returned to using or gambling. Course content will focus on both youth and adult clients.

Substance Abuse Treatment For Persons With Child Abuse and Neglect Issues (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – December 08, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application 
Course Description:

This course is designed to assist counselors in assessing the effects of childhood abuse and neglect perpetrated by family members and the intergenerational transmission of the cycle of substance abuse, child abuse, and neglect.
Professional Ethics for Substance Abuse Counselors (Home Study) Fee: $95.00
Date – December 15, 2012 (Due Date) Transdisciplinary Foundation – Application 
Course Description:

This course expands on the counselors' basic knowledge of ethics to include a deeper understanding of the legal and moral issues involved in professional practice.
